Cursor: Analytical Review of
AUCTIONS FOR MEDICINAL PRODUCTS
IN THE TERRITORY OF RUSSIA AT YEAR-END 2017

In 2017, after several years of a steady growth, the market for state
purchases of medicinal products declined both in value terms and in
terms of announced auctions. The volume of purchases in value terms (at
the winner’s price) fell by 7% from 366 to 340 bil. rubles. The number of
announced auctions reduced by 8% (Tables 1, 2, Figures 1, 2). At the same
time, the share of completed auctions slightly increased from 85.3 to
87.1% as compared to 2016 (Figure 3). The initial bidding price exceeded
the winner’s price by 32 bil. rubles in 2017, or 8.7%, which is slightly lower
than the same indicator in 2016 - 10.1% (Table 2).

The quarter-over-quarter breakdown
of traded volumes by segments: hos-
pital, Essential Drug Management
Program (ONLS) and 7 Nosologies
shows a seasonal decrease in the pur-
chases of drugs in the IV quarter of
2017 and, with the exception of the 7
Nosologies Program, the total financ-

ing in 2017 was reduced (Table 3). As
in the previous year, public online auc-
tions made up a major part of purchas-
es (in value terms), which accounted
for 86.3% of all auctions. The share
of auctions under 223-FZ and auc-
tions with a single supplier slightly
decreased as compared to the previous

year. The share breakdown by auction
types is presented in Table 4. Figure
4 shows the correlation between the
auction types in 2016 and 2017.

The ranking of customers using the
“Single supplier» form of procurement
is presented in Table 5. The Ministry of
Health of the Russian Federation was
ranked number one with the volume of
purchases of more than 15 bil. rubles,
National Immunobiological Company
JSC was ranked second with the vol-
ume of purchases of almost 14 bil
rubles. Both organizations provided
more than 80% of all purchases in this
form of bidding.

The analysis showed that the share
of auctions, for which only one par-
ticipant was admitted in 2017, slightly
decreased both in quantitative (from

52 to 49%) and in value (from 78 to
74%) terms (Table 6). In 2017 sup-
pliers ranking, the same three com-
panies held their previous top three
ranks as in 2016: R-Pharm JSC strong-
ly maintained its rank number one,
Pharmstandard PJSC held its rank two,
Pharmimex PJSC held its rank three.
However, in terms of value , the share
of R-Pharm decreased by 6.6%, while
the shares of Pharmimex PJSC and
Pharmstandard PJSC increased by 10,6
and 35.9% (volumes and ratios are
reflected in Table 7).

In the customers ranking (Table 8),
the Ministry of Health of the Russian
Federation took the lead, increasing its
purchases as compared to the previous
year to 81 bil. rubles, and the share
in the total traded volume to 24 %.
Purchasing Agency (contract service)
of the Moscow City Health Department
retained its previous rank two with
purchases amounting to almost 20 bil.
rubles, or nearly 6 % of the total traded
volume. On the third place with a
total sum of more than 14 billion
rubles. National Immunonobiological
Company, whose share accounted
for 4% of the total traded volume,
moved up to rank three with the total
amount of over 14 bil. rubles, Multiple
Customers (joint purchases) retained
their previous rank four with a small
decrease in the volume of purchases of
up to 9 bil. rubles.

The Central Federal District, which
accounted for more than 54% of the
total volume of contracts concluded
in 2017, held its previous rank num-
ber one. In part, this is because the
auctions announced by the Ministry
of Health of Russia, belong to this
district, although the actual supplies
are delivered to all districts. But even
without these auctions, the Central
FD held its rank number one. Ranked
second last year, Privolzhsky FD with
a total share of slightly less than 8
% was only ranked 4%. The Siberian
Federal District moved up to rank two,
and the North-Western Federal District
moved up to rank three. In 2017, the
total traded volume only increased in
the Central Federal District, all other
districts showed a decrease in traded
volumes. Most of all, the purchases

volume reduced in the Southern and
Volga Districts (by 45% and 42% com-
pared to 2016) (Table 9).

The budget savings in the federal dis-
tricts of the Russian Federation aver-
aged to about 9%, which was 1% lower
than in 2016. The Central Federal
District showed the minimum savings,
it accounted for only 5% from the ini-
tial bidding price. As in the previous
year, Crimea demonstrated the maxi-
mum savings — 21% of the initial price
(Table 10).

The 7 nosologies suppliers rating has
changed significantly in 2017. Three
last year’s leaders moved down to
ranks 4 through 6. Pharmstandard,

which share reached 33%, moved up to
rank one, National Immunobiological
Company JSC with a 21% share moved
up to rank two, Biotech LLC with a 14%
share moved up to rank three (Table
12). The distribution of purchases of
different INNs under program 7 nosol-
ogy program is presented in Table 11.
Cursor Marketing has been monitoring
the purchases plans placed by state
customers since 2015. Every year the
statutory requirements for the execu-
tion of this information get stringent,
and its placement became obliga-
tory. According to Cursor. Purchases
Plans Database, the planned purchases
amounted to 387 bil. rubles in 2016.
The amount of completed auctions
under 44 FZ amounted to 356 bill.
rubles. As a result of 2017, the planned
purchases amounted to 375 bill. rubles,
the amount of completed auctions
under 44 FZ to 339 bill. rubles, which
reflected a general decrease in the pur-
chases in 2017.

Therefore, in 2017 the public procure-
ment market showed negative dynam-
ics for the first time for several years.
In value terms, its volume decreased by
7% as compared to 2016 and equaled
approximately to the level of 2015.
The purchases for the hospital sec-
tor and the total public expenditure
for Pharmaceutical Benefits decreased,
although expenditures for the 7
Nosologies Program slightly decreased.
The overall savings across the country
declined by about 1% and amounted to
8.7 %. Crimean Federal District showed
maximum savings (21.4%), the Central
Federal District (5.4%) — lowest ones.
The Ministry of Health of the Russian
Federation, whose share in the total
traded volume was about 24%, held its
previous rank number one in the 2017
customers ranking.

The top three suppliers held their own
in the suppliers ranking. Despite the
continuing fall in the volume of sup-
plies, R-Pharm maintained its rank
number one, Pharmstandard PJSC,
which increased its supplies and
almost overtook the winner, kept its
rank two. As in 2016, Pharmaceutical
Import, Export PAO, which supplies
also increased in 2017, retained its
rank three.
